For years, Catholic Social Services 
participated in the Backpack Pro-
gram that provided a weekend’s 
worth of food for families in need 
in our Catholic schools. This year, 
CSS is partnering with the 
Food Bank in a new way 
to deliver a healthier 
option: The Food Mar-
ket. On the second 
Tuesday of every 
month, CSS will bring per-
ishable and nonperishable food 
items from the Food Bank to 
schools. Student Councils will help 
set-up and organize the items along-
side CSS volunteers. The Food Mar-
ket will be open from 3 pm to 4:30 
pm that day. The Food Bank is pro-
viding reusable grocery bags. The 

goal is to encourage food choice as 
we keep in mind any allergies or di-
etary restrictions that children may 
have. The Food Market will also in-
corporate fresh fruits and vegeta-

bles, dairy products, and bread 
when available. There are 

no income restrictions or 
requirements to partici-
pate in the program. CSS 

will be onsite to provide 
information on other serv-

ices offered by our team includ-
ing emergency cash assistance, 
refugee resettlement and immigra-
tion and employment assistance. If 
you would like to volunteer with this 
program, contact Jeremy Sousek, 
Volunteer Coordinator, at 
jsousek@cssisus.org.
