Today, we continue to welcome
and resettle families from Burma, the Democratic
Republic of Congo, Guatemala, Iran, Irag, Mexico,
South Sudan, Sudan, Ukraine, Venezuela, etc.

The CSS St. Gianna Program (SGP) provides a
24-unit residence for women escaping domestic
violence, coerced abortion, and other forms of
abuse and control. These units are fully
furnished and designed to give women and
children the time and support they need before
safely transitioning into permanent housing.
Three Marian Sisters and one Residential Care
Manager live in residence at St. Gianna's and
advocate for these families by working to
develop a family action plan with the women
and connecting them to local resources. To

FOOD MARKET & MEAL
SERVICES

The CSS Food Market provides families the
opportunity to select perishable and non-
perishable items once per month. We provide
meat, dairy products, as well as fresh fruits and
vegetables.

In partnership with the Food Bank of Lincoln,
CSS sets up monthly food markets on
Tuesdays after school, alternating Blessed
